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STUDENT GROUP/ORGANIZATION FUNDING REQUEST FORM
The University of Michigan Department of Aerospace Engineering (Aero) has a limited budget to support targeted student activities and it will consider requests for financial support from UM student groups/organizations each fiscal year.  Decision on awards will be based on the following criteria:
· Ratio of Aero students to the total number of students participating in the group/event/project. Only requests with a ratio of 10% or higher and a minimum of 10 Aero students will be considered. Organizations with over 50% Aerospace students will receive priority funding opportunities.
· Aero faculty advisor involvement. Priority will be given to student groups who have an Aero faculty advisor.
· Educational value to participants. Only groups/events/projects that demonstrate an impactful educational benefit to its participants will be considered for funding.
· Commitment to diversity, equity, and inclusion (DEI) in line with the College’s and Aero’s mission. Special consideration will be given to groups that strive to increase their membership of underrepresented minority groups and/or women, or who are engaged in outreach activities that target these groups.
· Fundraising success. Aero expects that student groups will be active in their fundraising efforts and successfully raise funds from other sources such as the College, other UM units/departments, businesses, etc.
· Budget plan. A detailed budget that includes all available sources of funding, and a specific plan for how Aero funds will be utilized is required. For groups who received Aero funding the previous year, requests should include an accounting of how past funds were used.
· Timing of request. Requests will be evaluated on a rolling basis and will stop once the Department’s yearly budget allocation expires.
